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Easy Entrelac Scarf

Materials 
2 skeins Handmaiden Cashmere (50g/170m) 
Size 3.5mm needles 
Stitch markers 
Darning needle 
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To create the basket weave look of entrelac, the pattern is broken down in to 4 
parts; base triangles, tier 2, tier 3 and the final triangles.  This pattern uses a 
multiple of 6 stitches.  
 
Cast on 24 st using cable cast on method. 
 
Base Triangles 
Row 1 – K1, turn 
Row 2 – P1 turn 
Row 3 – K2, turn 
Row 4 – P2, turn 
Row 5 – K3, turn 
Row 6 – P3, turn 
Row 7 – K4, turn 
Row 8 – P4, turn 
Row 9 – K5, turn 
Row 10 – P5, turn 
Row 11 – K6, turn, PM 
Repeat these 11 rows 3 more times to end of row. 
 
Tier 2 
Row 1 – P1, turn 
Row 2 – Kfb, turn 
Row 3 – P1, p2tog, turn 
Row 4 – K1, kfb, turn 
Row 5 – P2, p2tog, turn 
Row 6 – K2, kfb, turn 
Row 7 – P3, p2tog, turn 
Row 8 – K3, kfb, turn 
Row 9 – P4, p2tog, turn 
Row 10 – K4, kfb, turn 
Row 11 – P5, p2tog, turn 
 
*Ws – pickup 6 st on side of 1st triangle, turn 
Row 1 - K6, turn 
Row 2 - P5, p2tog, turn. 
Repeat these two rows until all stitches are finished or to 1st marker* 
Repeat from * across row. 
End triangle – pickup 6 stitches at edge of last triangle, turn. 
Row 1 - K6, turn 
Row 2 – P4, p2tog, turn 
Row 3 – K5, turn 
Row 4 – P3, p2tog, turn 
Row 5 – K4, turn 
Row 6 – P2, p2tog, turn 
Row 7 – K3, turn 
Row 8 – P1, p2tog, turn 
Row 9 – K2, turn 
Row 10 – P2tog, turn,  
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Row 11 – K1 (do not turn, this stitch will be used as the 6th stitch for the next 
group) 
 
 
Tier 3 
RS – pickup and knit 5 stitches along side of triangle, turn 
*Row 1 – P6, turn 
Row 2 – K5, s1, k1, psso, turn 
Repeat these two rows until all stitches are used to next marker. 
Pickup and knit 6 stitches along side of next triangle* 
Repeat from * to end of row. 
End triangle – RS – pickup and knit 5 stitches along side of triangle/block, turn 
Row 1 – P6 
Row 2 – K5, s1, k1, psso, turn 
Row 3 – P4, p2tog, turn (5 st) 
Row 4 – K4, s1, k1, psso, turn 
Row 5 – P3, p2tog, turn (4 st) 
Row 6 – K3, s1, k1, psso, turn 
Row 7 – P2, p2tog, turn (3 st) 
Row 8 – K2, s1, k1, psso, turn 
Row 9 – P1, p2tog, turn (2 st) 
Row 10 – K1, s1, k1, psso, turn 
Row 11 – P2tog, turn 
Row 12 – S1, k1, psso 
 
Repeat tiers 2 and 3 to approximately 2 inches of desired length.  This will give 
you enough yarn for the ending triangles. 
 
Final Triangles 
RS – pickup and knit 5 stitches along side of triangle.  The 6th stitch will be the 
one left on your needle from Row 12 of tier 3 
Row 1 – P6, turn 
Row 2 – K5, s1, k1, psso, turn (6 st) 
Row 3 – P4, p2tog, turn (5 st) 
Row 4 – K4, s1, k1, psso, turn  (5 st) 
Row 5 – P3, p2tog, turn (4 st) 
Row 6 – K3, s1, k1, psso, turn (4 st) 
Row 7 – P2, p2tog, turn (3 st) 
Row 8 – K2, s1, k1, psso, turn (3 st) 
Row 9 – P1, p2tog, turn (2 st) 
Row 10 – K1, s1, k1, psso (2 st) 
Row 11 – P2tog, turn (1 st) 
Row 12 – K1, s1, psso, turn (1 st) 
Pickup and knit 5 stitches along side of block and repeat rows 1 through 12. 
 
Repeat this process to end of row.   
 
Finish 
Sew in ends using darning needle.
